The four parts of LOGOS:

Family Dinner: Each week
we share a delicious kid-friendly,
family-style meal and enjoy some
holy hilarity! Table parents make
every meal a special occasion.

Recreation: FUN is the name
of the game at LOGOS. Great
games are experienced each
week. We play in a cooperative
and faith-filled atmosphere.
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Bible Study: The Bible comes
alive through investigative study
and hands on learning. The curric-
ulum is both age-appropriate and
a compliment to participation in
Sunday School.

Here are the details:

Registration begins in Au-
gust and there will be a volunteer meeting
on September 6 at 7:00 PM.

Your child’s registration fee includes din-
ner each Wednesday, music, all craft and
Bible study materials and volunteer train-
ing. Registration forms are available on the
website www.pineridge.org and on the
Christian Education information rack in
the foyer by the Christian Education bul-
letin boards.

Fees per semester are:

$75 for one child

$65 for 2nd sibling

$180 for three+ siblings (max per family)
$25 for Adult Meals

Payments can be made per year, per se-
mester or in monthly installments.

LOGOS follows the Park Hill School Dis-
trict for inclement weather closings. If
Park Hill closes school or releases early,
there will be no LOGOS that evening.

All are welcome! You do not need to be
a member of Pine Ridge to participate.
